The discussion started about the renewal of the LIAFV in 2015.  There will be a steering committee (StC) in fall, and a report ver the four years it is to be prepared.

About the StC it is proposed to do it in November in Paris. The two Vietnamese members of the StC are  the Vice-president of VAST NGUYEN  Dinh Cong and Nguyen Huu Du,  vice-rector of the College of SciencesVNU and managing director of VIASM. The coordinators take part also. So, if possible the two memebers and the coordinators will come to Paris(*), otherwise a visio-conference will be organised. It has been proposed to invite Ngo Bao Chau to participate. 

Added by Lionel Schwartz: this will be submitted to the CNRS immediately so as a decision is done in July.

For what concerns the report and the new proposal the following points have been discussed.

Among the partners on the Vietnamese side it would be important to include VIASM. However there is an administrative difficulty on the Vietnamese side. VIASM has not the same rank as VAST (which is at ministry level). This could lead to difficulties. One possible option to overcome  them would be that not the VAST but the Institute of mathematics to sign the convention. However it is not clear the CNRS will agree. Another option would be that VIASM not to sign, but that the convention to insist on its role, and that after the general convention has been signed that  LIA to sign an agreement with VAST . This in fact as soon been done, but this could be renewed and strengthened. This will be discussed in the next months.
On the French side there should not be much changes among partners outside the non-avoidable changes due to the creation of Community of Universities.  The french coordinator will try to call attention of Sorbonne-Paris-Cité on the LIA, as Paris is to be included in there.

The big change that could occur would be the entrance of the Foundations (Fondation des Sciences mathématiques de Paris, FSMP, Fondation mathématique Jacques Hadamard FMJH) into the LIA. Reflexion is on the way on the French side, however it does not look to be sufficiently advanced right now. However this entrance looks to be seriously considered in the future.

About the LIA Lionel Schwartz points out it will be necessary to renew the Scientific Committee (ScC). Along the three past years the discussions among the ScC have been more and more active, however it needs still to be improved. It will be necessary to do change some members. This will be discussed with the presidents M. Zinsmeister and Ngo Viet Trung. 

Added by Lionel Schwartz : One may think to create an external scientific committee for the next contract. 

About the preparation of the report. Thereare  3 main things to do.

The first one is to have a knowledge as precise as possible of thesis that have been submitted during the period, of publications linked to the thesis, of what became the students after the thesis (where they go: post-docs, positions in Vietnam or somewhere else…).

This on the way to be done, both for students coming from the master in Ho Chi Minh City and for students coming from the MIM Hanoï. Information is also collected about other students. M. Zinsmeister, Phung Ho Hai, Nguyen Tien Zung, Lionel Schwartz are in charge of that.

HDR should also be collected.

The second one is to collect publications. One looks for French-Vietnamese publications, or for publicationsclosely linked to a visit in France or Vietnam which has been  supported, at least partially, by the LIAFV.
It is recalled at this opportunity that the support of the LIAFV should be mentioned.
It has been proposed that the persons below will look collect this information, by main fields:

Topology, Geometry: Nguyen Vietding, Lionel Schwartz

Complex Analysis: Do Duc Thai, Dinh Tien Cuong

Algebra: Le Tuan Hoa, Marcel Morales

Optimisation:  …Yen, Dinh The Luc

Combinatorics: Phan Yhis Ha Duong, Christophe Crespelle

Probability: Nguyen, Huu Du, Huyen Pham

Analysis: …., Michel Zinsmeister

The third point is to present a global view about the activities of the LIAFV. This will be done by Lionel Schwartz collecting the annual reports.

At last, after the report proposals for the next 4 years to come have to be made. Reflexion has to go on on this.  Proposals from participants of the LIAFV are welcome.
It has been proposed two things during the discussion:

A workshop of the LIAFV at VIASM in 2015, concrete proposals are welcome on the possible theme.

Public lectures (supported in part by the French embassy) by speakers like Cedric Vilanni. A discussion about this took place between Lionel Schwartz and Jacques Frere at the French embassy.
